All candidates must also have a good standard of English as part of the ongoing assessment procedure includes participation in debates and the making of presentations (in English).  

Acceptance of entries from applicants not holding an ESF Level 2 Diploma is subject to approval by the ESF Coaching Committee.  All entries must be endorsed by the applicant’s National Association.  Where demand for places exceeds the course capacity, Member Nations will be limited to a maximum of 2 candidates per course on a first-come first-served basis. If space is available, further candidates will be accepted on a first-come first-served basis.  Priority will be given to applicants who have held the Level 2 qualification for more than a year.

The course is run in two parts. Candidates are expected to fulfil a practical assignment during the period between the two parts, to record their practical delivery and to present these during the second part of the course.  Additionally there will be ongoing assessment and a final presentation. The course will be run and assessed according to standards of the UK Coaching Certificate.

The first part of the course will take place in Budapest, Hungary.  The second part of the course will take place in Rotterdam, Netherlands.
